City Maintenance Report: Raethz informed the council the carousel and pool are up and running.  They will start working on potholes and putting up the city banners this week.

Old Business
Sewer Project:  Mayor Roseland informed the council of the funding package for the sewer project which includes, $515,000 grant from CDBG, $500,000 grant from DENR, $994,000 grant from Rural Development and $3,084,000 loan from Rural Development with an interest rate of 1.75% for 40 years.  Terry Helms, with Helms & Associates, commented on the funding package, “We couldn’t have gotten a better deal.”  With the new funding package the city will be able to keep the monthly sewer rates as low as $35.72 per month, only a $9.52 increase from the current rate.  Preliminary discussions had projected the sewer rates to goes as high as $45 to $50 per month.  The council discussed how they would like to implement the rate increase, possibly increasing a couple times over the next two years to be at the minimum rate by 2018. 2016.6.75 After some discussion a motion was made by Councilman Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the sewer project.  Much discussion was had about possibly assessing sewer rates through either property taxes, lot sizes or assessing charges to owners of vacant lots.  The council will continue to look into this matter.  The council believes the city will never receive a funding package like this again and voted to move forward with the sewer project.  All council members voted aye.  Motion passed.  2016.6.76 Councilman Hadrick made a motion, seconded by Fischer to allow Mayor Roseland to sign a contract agreement with NECOG for administrative fees of the USDA and DENR funding.  Unanimous.         
New Siren:  Mark Toennies, Faulk County Emergency Manager, updated the council on the grant that was submitted to SD DENR for a second siren.  Faulkton was awarded the grant, FEMA now needs to approve the amount of funds the city will receive.  Councilman Toennies believes we should receive notification from FEMA within the next three months.

Softball & Baseball Programs:  Jerod Raethz stated the softball and baseball programs would like to offer businesses the opportunity to advertise along the fence of the small softball field with signs.  They would use the money raised to help replace and repair the fencing, backstops and dugouts on the field.  
2016.6.80 Senior Class Trip Fundraiser & Europe Music Trip:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Toennies, to allow the senior class to use the west sidewalk at the Park to paint as a fundraiser. Unanimous.  2016.6.81 Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Hadrick to allow the Europe Music Trip kids to use the Park for a water balloon fight, making sure to pick up all balloons afterwards.  Unanimous.
2016.6.82 Ordinance # 39 Demolition Permits:  Mayor Roseland read for its first reading Ordinance No. 39 entitled, “An Ordinance of the City of Faulkton, SD, Adding Chapter 3-4, Demolition Permits to the Faulkton City Ordinances.”  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Ramsdell to have to second reading at the July 5th council meeting.  Unanimous.    
Health Insurance:  Finance Officer Bauer reported that the City’s health insurance is up for renewal on July 1st and the increase is at 9.03%.  The rates are as follows: Single - $1,001.91, Employee +1 - $1,943.59 and Family $2,542.84.  
Land & Water Program Conservation Grant:    Mayor Roseland discussed a grant opportunity the city can apply for.  The grant can be used for playgrounds, ballfields, pools, etc.…  The council discussed applying to use the funds for a storm shelter at the city park.  Roseland stated he would pass the information on to Traver Cramer to look into.   
2016.6.83 Bank Account Changes:  Motion was made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Fischer to approve depositing water & sewer checks into the City’s saving account and transferring to the checking account.  Unanimous.  
Property Maintenance: The council received citizen complaints on three properties.  After some discussion, the council asked that letters be sent to property owners in regards to violations of the city ordinances. 
Budget Meeting Date:  The Council will have a budget meeting on June 27th, 2016 at 7:00pm at City Hall to discuss budget items.
2016.6.84 Budget Training Class:  Motion was made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Wanner, to allow Bauer to attend the SDML Budget Training Class in Aberdeen on July 13th. Unanimous. 
2016 Elected Officials Workshop:  Mayor Roseland informed the council of this workshop being held on July 20th in Pierre if anyone was interested in going.
