SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Monday, September 19, 2016


The City Council of Faulkton, SD met in a special session at the Faulkton City Hall meeting room on September 19, 2016 with City Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following Council Members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, David Hadrick, Danny Ramsdell and Steve Wanner. Absent:  Mark Toennies.  Others present were Trevor Cramer, Cory and Melissa Hayes, Trisha Meeks, Val Ramsdell, Dave Speck, Richard Wahlen and Jerry Weyand.  Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Report:  Mayor Roseland informed the council Snake Creek Development has donated $5,000 to the renovations of the softball field and thanks them for their donation.  Roseland said the Faulkton High School students will be painting 8th Ave by the entrance to the football field for homecoming week, also the homecoming parade route will be the same as years prior.  The lady that will be shooting the video for the City and FAEDC will be in town this week.  Roseland hopes she can film the homecoming parade, football game, kids riding the carousel, pickler mansion and the bull riding event as a couple of highlights to promote the city in the video. 

Safe Routes to School (TAP) Grant & Citizen Discussion:  Roseland started the discussion with the history of this project.  In 2014 the City was selected as the pilot project for the Small Community Transportation Planning Program, this was funded through a grant from the SDDOT.  The plan intends to lay out a vision and set the direction for how people and goods move throughout the community and provides a blueprint for achieving its vision through a series of recommended projects, programs and policies.  The City is currently working on couple suggestions that the Plan mentioned such as truck routes and new street signs next year.  The next project is a grant option with the SDDOT for updating existing sidewalks in disrepair and installing a new sidewalk which will provide a Safe Route to School.  Cramer with the FAEDC prepared the grant application for the City.  The funding for the grant is 80/20, which means the City will have to come up with 20 percent of the project cost.  The cost estimate of the project is $108,328 to update 6 partial blocks and 1 full block of sidewalk.  The city can use in kind donations to fund the 20 percent of the project.  Currently the FEADC is anticipating they will be short funds to complete the project.  They suggested asking the homeowners that will be receiving updated sidewalks to donate $1 per square foot for their sidewalk replacement.  Roseland informed the council and those present that the city is just in the application process and hasn’t received grant funding.  Dave Speck had a couple questions for the council regarding there being worse sidewalks in town and why these sidewalks were chosen to be replaced.  Roseland said a person from the SDDOT met with Cramer and some council members and walked the sidewalks in question and decided they need the most attention with the Safe Routes to School grant.  Speck also had questions about the suggested $1 per square foot donation and would like a definite answer on how much this will cost homeowners.  Roseland stated without an exact cost they are not able to give the homeowners a definite answer at this time.  Roseland again mentioned this is only the grant application phase.  Trisha Meeks had some questions in regards to maybe trying to get a stop light on 212, which she believes would be safer for children than new sidewalks.  Roseland explained that this particular grant is just for sidewalks and she would need to contact the SDDOT in regards to Highway 212, since it’s a state highway.  After much discussion the council decided to move forward with the grant application.  2016.9.126 Resolution No. 2016-06 Transportation Alternative Program Grant:  Motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Wanner to approve the following resolution.  All present voted aye, except Councilwoman Bartholomew who abstained.  Motion passed.

Resolution # 2016-06


WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton proposes to construct an alternative use path; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton intends on applying for financial assistance in the amount of $86,662.40 to complete the proposed project; and

WHEREAS, the project is eligible for the Transportation Alternative Program 
funds under the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) Act.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the proposed project will meet all 
local planning, zoning and ordinance requirements; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton supports the 
project and the submittal of an Transportation Alternative Program application; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that, if funded, the City of Faulkton will 
Provide a local match of at least 20% of total project costs; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton agrees to maintain the project, if funded, throughout its useful life and that the City understands that a project maintenance agreement will be required by the South Dakota Department of Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton authorizes the Mayor to execute the Transportation Alternative Program application.

2016.9.127 Water / Sewer Line Replacement between 10th & 11th Ave S & VFW Road:  Mayor Roseland said Helms and Associates were able to give an updated cost estimate to replace the water and sewer line on Cory & Melissa Hayes property.  Currently the lines run through the middle of the property.  Hayes will be digging a basement and the lines need to be moved.  Roseland said the existing line will be eliminated and the new line will run south and then west to 11th avenue.  Roseland stated City Attorney, Tim Bormann, is working on easement for the new lines that will be signed by the property owners.  The cost estimate Helms supplied is $43,832, Roseland said the council needs to decide how to pay for this.  There are funds currently budgeted in the second penny savings account for sewer costs.  Helms and Associates are looking into the option of incorporating this project cost in with the sewer project funding.  After some discussion the council decided with the project being time sensitive to pay for the project with second penny savings.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to pay for the project with second penny savings.  Unanimous
