The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on October 3, 2016 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies and Steve Wanner.  Others present: Trevor Cramer, Shawn Myers, Jerod Raethz, Val Ramsdell. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2016.10.130 Minutes: Councilwoman Bartholomew made the motion, seconded by Fischer, to approve the September 6, 2016 and September 19, 2016 minutes.  Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz informed the council he is still looking for a grader.  He will check with John Deere as an option and the city of Aberdeen may have a couple, but he wasn’t sure on the price.  Raethz stated he hoped to have the sewer reroute for the Hayes lot and the jail project done within the next month.   
Mayors Report:  Mayor Roseland reported he had spent time with the two videographers that were filming the promotional video for the city.  He said they got plenty of great footage and thinks the video will turn out wonderful.  
Old Business
2016.10.133 City Lot Surplus:  The appraisal board valued the property in lot 3 of the Carousel City Addition at $400.00.  Motion made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to sell the surplus property to Shawn Myers for $400.00.  Shawn Myers will be responsible for platting the lot.  Unanimous.      
2016.10.134 Sewer Project Phase III Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a pay request for $25,000, from Helms & Associates for the design phase of the sewer project.  Roseland stated the city will pay the remaining $5,000 towards their applicant contribution.  9.7% of the remaining will be applied to the DENR grant and the remaining will be paid and reimbursed once the USDA loan closes.  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Ramsdell to pay the requested invoice.  Unanimous.   
Online Payments:  Mayor Roseland informed the council that online payments for water/sewer bills were on hold for the time being.  If the city does not have twelve online payments a month the city will be charged $25.00 per month.    

2016.10.135 Siren Grant:  Mayor Roseland stated the city was awarded the grant for the new siren in the amount of $12,720.00.  The new siren will not ship until the invoice has been paid.  Roseland asked for the council to pay the invoice of $11,220.63 so the new siren can be sent.  Councilman Toennies said the city will be reimbursed once the project is complete, hopefully by the end of November.  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Wanner to approve the invoice.  Unanimous.  
2016.10.136 Established Truck Routes Ordinance No. 41: Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance No. 41 entitled, “Amending Chapter 11 – Traffic Code, Chapter 11-1 – General Provisions.”  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Ramsdell to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.
2016.10.137 Swimming Pool Chlorinator Replacement:  Mayor Roseland said the option Councilman Toennies was looking into would not work for the pool.  Raethz said the quote for the new chlorinator and pump was still valid from Associated Supply Company.  Councilman Toennies moved, seconded by Ramsdell to purchase a new swimming pool chlorinator and pump for $4,000.00.  Unanimous.   
2016.10.138 Safe Routes to School – TAP Grant:  Mayor Roseland informed the council that the engineer costs from Helms and Associates were not included on the original estimate for the Safe Routes to School grant application.  This would be an additional $25,000 and add an extra $5,000 to the city’s contribution towards the project.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Wanner to approve the following updated resolution. Unanimous. 
Resolution # 2016-06

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton proposes to construct an alternative use path; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton intends on applying for financial assistance in the amount of $106,662.40 to complete the proposed project; and

WHEREAS, the project is eligible for the Transportation Alternative Program 

funds under the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) Act.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the proposed project will meet all 

local planning, zoning and ordinance requirements; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton supports the 

project and the submittal of an Transportation Alternative Program application; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that, if funded, the City of Faulkton will 

Provide a local match of at least 20% of total project costs; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton agrees to maintain the project, if funded, throughout its useful life and that the City understands that a project maintenance agreement will be required by the South Dakota Department of Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration; and

THEREFORE, BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton authorizes the Mayor to execute the Transportation Alternative Program application.
