Mayor, Slade Roseland, called the meeting to order at 7:09 p.m.

2016.6.88 Brown Bag Permit:  Councilman Wanner moved, seconded by Hadrick, to approve the following requests for a “brown-bag” permit as per SDCL 35-1.5.3.

Applications are on file at the City Finance Office.  Unanimous.

2016.6.89 Waive Rubble Site Fee:  Motion made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Fischer, to waive the rubble site fee for the jail project.  2016.6.90 Motion by Wanner, seconded by Fischer, to waive the rubble site fee for the hospital project.  All materials will be separated properly.  

2016 Budget Planning: Mayor Roseland informed the council that Raethz had given him a list of budget items for 2017.  The main items were to upgrade the street grader, a new ballpark fence around the south field and backstops for both softball fields and expanding the rubble site.  Councilman Wanner had said the old street grader is close to 40 years old.  Raethz had an estimate of $150,000 for a used grader.  The city can apply for the Land and Water Program Conservation Grant for the ballpark fence and backstops.  This would help with the cost, it’s a 50/50 grant.  Raethz estimated the total for the fence and backstops to be at $40,000.  The council also discussed that the rubble site needs to be expanded and would like to start that process.  Other discussion was had on budget items.  Bauer will incorporate these items into the 2017 budget.       

Water/Sewer Violation:  Mayor Roseland brought to the council’s attention a known sewer violation in town.  After some discussion the council decided to table this issue until the July 5th council meeting.
