City Maintenance Report:  Raethz reported they are currently spreading rock down at the lagoon.  The city will try to do it themselves, if they are not able to they would ask Hanson’s Inc to spread the rock.  Raethz anticipated chip sealing would be done late this month, if not then early September. Raethz also mentioned the pool is still running great.     
Mayors Report:  Mayor Roseland informed the council on a meeting him, Raethz and Bauer had with Clark Engineering a couple weeks ago in regards to the new street signs the city will get next year. 
Roseland discussed an invoice to Helms & Associates for $32,500.  This is the design phase of the sewer project.  Roseland stated there are two ways to pay this invoice.  All of the invoice can be paid out of the second penny fund or 9.7% of the invoice can be applied to the DENR grant and the rest paid from second penny.  The council decided to pay the full amount from second penny, this will also counts toward the $80,000 application contribution the city is required to pay for the sewer project.  
Old Business
2016.8.107 Resolution #16-05 Tax Increment Financing District:  Trevor Cramer, FAED Coordinator, was in attendance to present the council with the Tax Increment Financing District for Faulkton’s Westside Addition.  Cramer stated the County’s Zoning and Planning Committee met on July 25th, 2016 and passed the TIF District.  The County Commissioners are to meet on August 2nd, 2016 to vote to pass the TIF District.  After some discussion Mayor Roseland read resolution in its entirety.  Councilman Toennies motioned, seconded by Ramsdell to adopt the following resolution contingent on the County Commissioners voting to pass the TIF District.  Unanimous.

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A

TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRICT TO

THE CITY OF FAULKTON

AT A MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF FAULKTON, SOUTH DAKOTA, HELD ON AUGUST 1st, 2016:

WHEREAS, the Tax Incremental District Number 1, legally described as Lots one through Twenty-four (1-24); Outlot B; and Outlot C; all in the Faulkton West Side Addition to the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota has been presented to the City of Faulkton and the County of Faulk, and;

WHEREAS, the City Council of Faulkton, South Dakota has been approached by parties interested in the development of the above described property within the City Limits of Faulkton, and:

WHEREAS, the expense of real estate development is, at this time, being undertaken by Faulkton Area Economic Development, Inc., and;

WHEREAS, Faulkton Area Economic Development, Inc., has secured the backing of the bonding capacity of Faulk County to begin development, and;

WHEREAS, Faulk County has adopted the boundaries of Tax Incremental Financing District Number 1, and;

WHEREAS, the proposed infrastructure plans of the TIF District Number 1 have been approved by the engineers for the City of Faulkton, and;

WHEREAS, the City of Faulkton wishes to encourage growth and development and not to impede progress, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Faulkton consents, pursuant to SDCL 11-9, to the Tax Increment Funding District Number 1 within the corporate limits of the City, as offered by the Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation, and adopted by the County of Faulk.

2016.8.108 Faulkton Westside Addition Covenants & Restrictions:  The covenants and restrictions for the Westside Addition were presented to the council.  The covenants and restrictions will be signed by the owners when they purchase a new lot.   After some discussion a motion was made by Councilwoman Fischer, seconded by Wanner to approve the Westside Addition covenants and restrictions. 
New Business
2016.8.109 2017 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance No. 40:  Mayor Roseland read for its First Reading Ordinance No 40 entitled, “The Annual Appropriations for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the fiscal year commencing January 1st, 2017.”  Motion was made by Councilwoman Bartholomew, seconded by Toennies, to have the second reading on Tuesday, September 6th, 2016 at 7:00pm. Unanimous. 
2016.8.110 Liquor License Transfer Application Retail (on-sale):  This being the time and place so stated in the public notice, an application for Retail (on-sale) liquor license was reviewed from J & S Short Stop Bar, LLC (d/b/a Short Stop Bar).  No one from the public was there to comment.  Motion was made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Wanner to approve said application.  Unanimous.  

2016.8.111 Liquor License Transfer Application Malt Beverage (off-sale):  This being the time and place so stated in the public notice, an application for Package (off-sale) Malt Beverage liquor license was reviewed from J & S Short Stop Bar, LLC (d/b/a Short Stop Bar).  No one from the public was there to comment.  Motion was made by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Bartholomew to approve said application.  Unanimous.  
Sewer / Addition of Manhole at LaFoon Avenue & 10th Avenue:  Raethz stated a manhole needs to be installed at the corner of LaFoon Avenue and 10th Avenue and a new sewer line run south to the manhole at St. John Street and 10th Avenue.  Mayor Roseland stated this needs to be done before they can put lines into the new jail.  Raethz will get the specs drawn up and advertise for bids.  
Truck Routes & Weight Limits:  Mayor Roseland and Raethz reviewed the current truck routes and weight limits.  Roseland and Raethz stated with the new street signs in 2017, Clark Engineering suggested the City evaluate the current routes and make changes if need be.  Roseland stated some current weight limit signs are not correct.  A map with current and proposed truck routes was discussed.  The council decided to move forward with the proposed truck route changes, but leave the weight limits as is.     
2016.8.112 Promotional Video for the City:  Dave Hedt presented an opportunity to the City to have a promotional video produced for the City.  Hedt stated, “This is a great opportunity to promote Faulkton and something that can be used at events or on websites for many years to come.”  The video will cost $300.  The council and the Faulkton Area Economic Development Corporation decided to split the cost.  Motion was made by Hadrick, seconded by Wanner to approve $150 for the video.     
Rubble Site Expansion:  Councilman Ramsdell addressed the issue of expanding the rubble site.  Ramsdell stated as is, the rubble site can no longer take torn down house as there is no room.  Raethz stated currently there is only room for one more pit to be dug.  Mayor Roseland said he will approach Scott and Bernadine Cordts on purchasing some of their land adjacent to the rubble site.       
Air Conditioner for City Hall:  Roseland stated the city hall air conditioner is not working properly.  Councilman Toennies looked at the current unit and is looking for an “a coil” to fit the current unit.  The existing duct work can be used and just add a couple vents to the finance office.  Toennies will get a price quote for the next meeting.   
September Meeting Date: The September meeting will be on Tuesday, September 6, 2016 at 7:00 pm at City Hall.
