September 6, 2016
The Faulkton City Council met in regular session on September 6, 2016 in the City Hall meeting room with Finance Officer Emily Bauer and the following council members present: Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer, Dave Hadrick, Danny Ramsdell, Mark Toennies and Steve Wanner.  Others present: Trevor Cramer, Lucas Hoover, Jay Jahnig, Jan Melius, Shawn Meyers, Jerod Raethz, Val Ramsdell and Kristie Wagner. Mayor Slade Roseland called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all those present reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
2016.9.114 Minutes: Councilwoman Bartholomew made the motion, seconded by Hadrick, to approve the August 1, 2016 minutes.  Unanimous.

2016.9.115 Financial Report: Motion by Councilman Hadrick, seconded by Fischer, to approve the finance report.  Unanimous.

City Maintenance Report:  Raethz informed the council Hanson Construction will be installing the new sewer line for the jail.  Raethz said they are starting to look at graders and fencing for the ballpark for next year.  Also they will be putting some more grass seed down on the softball field.        
Mayors Report:  Mayor Roseland reported the new schools signs were installed before the new school year started.  There have been three city tickets issued for speeding in the school zone.  Roseland also stated a sidewalk issue on main street is being taken care of by the owner.  
Economic Development Report:  Trevor Cramer, Faulkton Area Economic Development Director, informed the council the Faulkton Westside Addition has run into an issue with a Web Water line running through the property.  FAEDC are working with Web Water to get the line moved.  Cramer also mentioned that the industrial park is moving forward.  Build Dakota Roadshow will be coming to Faulkton next week, this brings four of the technical schools in South Dakota to Faulkton to meet with high school juniors and seniors.  This is promoting the Build Dakota Scholarship, which is a scholarship geared towards students attending a technical school.  With the scholarship your schooling is paid for and after graduation you are required to stay in South Dakota and work in the field you graduated from.  Cramer stated this a great opportunity for students.        
Old Business
2016.9.117 Sewer Project Phase III Pay Request:  Roseland presented the council with a pay request for $42,500, from Helms & Associates for the design phase of the sewer project.  Roseland stated the city can pay the full request and apply this to the applicant contribution portion of the funding.  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Hadrick to pay the requested invoice and apply all towards the applicant contribution.  Unanimous.   
2016.9.118 2017 Budget/Appropriations Ordinance No. 40:  Mayor Roseland read for its second reading Ordinance No. 40 entitled “The Annual Appropriation for the City of Faulkton, Faulk County, South Dakota for the Fiscal Year Commencing January 1, 2017.”  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Bartholomew to approve, adopt and publish the said ordinance.  Unanimous.

2016.9.119 Established Truck Routes Ordinance No. 41: Mayor Roseland read for its first reading Ordinance No. 41 entitled, “Amending Chapter 11 – Traffic Code, Chapter 11-1 – General Provisions.”  Discussion was had about the wording of the ordinance, semi-tractor, was to be omitted.  Councilwoman Fischer moved, seconded by Ramsdell, to have the second reading on October 3, 2017.  Unanimous.       
New Business
2016.9.120 City Lot:  Shawn Meyer asked the council if they would be willing to sell the property east of his house.  Motion was made by Councilman Ramsdell, seconded by Hadrick to surplus the property in question.  Mayor Roseland appointed Linda Bartholomew, Sheilah Fischer and Steve Wanner as the appraisal board. Unanimous.  

Water & Sewer Replacement Between 10th & 11th Avenue S & VFW Road:  Mayor Roseland informed the council a city lot on 11th Avenue was purchased recently and the new owners are building a house on the lot.  The city has a water and sewer line that run across the property and under the new site of where the home will be built.  The city does not have an easement on the property for the water and sewer line.  Roseland stated it is the owner’s right to build where they want without an easement and the city will have to move the lines.  Raethz had Hanson’s come and look at the potential job but felt the city’s engineers also needed to give their opinion.  Lucas Hoover with Helms and Associates presented the board with a couple different options.  He felt the most efficient and economical would be moving the water and sewer line south 500 feet and add two manholes.  This option would be on two different lots and the city would ask the owners for an easement on the properties.  The other option would be much more costly and possibly require the city to install a lift station.  Hoover had a rough estimate between $35,000 and $40,000 that they project would cost.  Hoover mentioned that the funding for this project could possibly be included in the 2017-2018 sewer project for the city.  Before a motion was made to approve the first option, Hoover was going to give the council a more detailed cost estimate of the project.  Councilman Wanner also mentioned the city needed to speak with the owners about an easement before moving forward.  Roseland said that he and Raethz will speak with the owners.  The council tabled the topic until a special meeting later this month.       
Safes Routes to School:  Cramer and Jan Melius were in attendance to discuss the Safe Routes to School grant.  The grant is through SDDOT and provides funding for Safe Routes to School and Safe Routes for Non Drivers, which would install new sidewalks and update existing sidewalks in our community.  Cramer stated they had previously met with Councilman Ramsdell and Toennies and walked the route that is in consideration for the grant.  Phase I of the project is six partial blocks and one full block of sidewalk.  The estimated cost for Phase I is $108,328.  The grant is an 80/20 grant, which means 20% of the project will have to be paid for.  Cramer stated they can use in kind donations of sidewalk and tree removal to pay for some of the costs.  Cramer stated they would like to ask the homeowners with existing sidewalks that need to be replaced to pay $1 per square foot to help pay for their new sidewalk.  This would raise about $7,000 for the project. Cramer said if homeowners had to pay for new sidewalks themselves it would be close to $8 per square foot.  Phase II of the project includes two new blocks of sidewalk and estimated cost is $80,168.  Some concerns were stated with adding a new sidewalk on the south side of Court Street between 7th & 8th Avenue.  The owner of the property uses the lot to store machinery he works on and it will be hard to keep a sidewalk in good shape with heavy machinery driving over it.  It was also stated it will take a lot of dirt work to get that sidewalk into place.  Concern was voiced with adding a new sidewalk on the east side of 11th Avenue across from the school.  The council talked about only doing Phase I of the project and not doing Phase II at for the time being.  The council also discussed relocating some of the proposed new sidewalks.  After a lengthy discussion the council decided to table the issue until the special meeting later this month.       
2016.9.121 Service Agreement for Underground Storage Tank & Water Tower:  Mayor Roseland presented the board with a service agreement contract from Maguire Iron for the underground storage tank and the water tower.  The water tower service agreement is for twelve years, with Maguire Iron cleaning the tower every three years for $1,950.00.  The service agreement for the underground storage is a one-time cleaning in the amount of $2,550.00.  Motion was made by Councilman Wanner, seconded by Toennies to accept the service agreement contract by Magiure Iron.  Unanimous.  
Swimming Pool Chlorinator Replacement:  Roseland informed the council the swimming pool chlorinator is in need of replacement.  Raethz and Kopecky had to work on it multiple times a week this summer.  Roseland presented the council with a quote from Associated Supply Company for a chlorinator and pump for $4,000.00 or just a chlorinator for $3570.00.  Councilman Toennies asked if he could research a chemical that he has used in the past to see if it would be more efficient than chlorine.  Topic was tabled.     
2016.9.122 Online Payments for Water & Sewer Bills:  Finance Officer Bauer informed the council that the city is able to offer online payments for water and sewer bills.  The payment processing will not cost the city any money, but charge the customer a convenience fee to process their payment.  After some discussion, motion was made by Toennies, seconded by Bartholomew to approve the online payments for water and sewer bills. 
2016.9.123 Brown Bag Permit:  Councilwoman Bartholomew moved, seconded by Fischer, to approve the following request for a “brown-bag” permit as per SDCL 35-1.5.3.
